4

 or being taken over by their state departments of education.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that House of Representative and the Senate set up a joint 

7
committee to establish realistic testing goals.

A Bill to Mandate Hybrid Cars

2

4

5

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this student congress that the Department of 

8
Transportation mandate that all vehicles using a car or light truck chassis be powered by 

9
Hybrid engines by the year 2012.

A Bill to Protect Children from Cyberbullying

Whereas the invention of social networking sites in conjunction with large scale use of mobile

2
communications technology has increased the ability of people to harass minors, and

3
Whereas cyberbullying has already resulted in the deaths of several teenagers, and

4
Whereas current laws do not provide adequate civil or criminal measures to protect children, 

5
and, Whereas the Federal Government claims primary jurisdiction over interstate

6
communications technology,

7
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by this student congress that any harassment or 

8
libelous\slanderous material communicated over the Internet, phone line, and airwaves 

9
involving a minor be subject to felony criminal prosecution with a maximum sentence of

10
10 years in a federal prison and a maximum fine of $250,000 per incident.

A Bill to Abandon the Global Missile Defense System

Whereas President George W. Bush has publicly stated that the United States will establish

2
a global missile defense system, and

3
Whereas, the missile defense system represents a real strategic threat to non-aligned

4
nuclear powers, and

5
Whereas countries like Russia are responding to our development of the missile defense system

6
with increased military build up.

7
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this student congress that the United States abandon 

8
the global missile defense system.

A Bill to Increase Personal Savings

Whereas The United States is currently facing a global credit crisis brought about in large

2
part due to uncontrolled personal and public spending, and

3
Whereas prior to 1985 most American households maintained a personal saving rate of

4
8-10 percent of personal income, and

5
Whereas the current US savings rate is below zero percent, 

6
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this student congress that Federal Government should

7
provide tax incentives to encourage savings and discourage excess personal spending.

A Bill to Reduce Obesity in California Teens

Whereas one third of American Children are obese, and

2
Whereas obesity is a leading indicator for several major public health problems,and

3
Whereas the growing use of fast food as a dietary staple instead of a rare treat is partially to 

4
blame for the growing rate of childhood obesity, and

5
Whereas the children who are at the greatest risk for childhood obesity come from  

6
families without the money or education to change their children's behavior,

7
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this student congress, that the state of California mandate 

8
all schools to provide students with two healthy meals per day that meet the USDA standards 

9
for nutritional value and provide access to athletic\gymnasium equipment to all students and 

10
their families. Funding for these provisions will be achieved through a 5% additional sales tax 

11
on all fast food sales in the State of California.
