Come one, come all - to Interlake's Annual Novice Scrimmage April 6.  We'll start at 8am & aim to finish by 6pm. That's right, it's a 1 day tourney that should get most of you home before dark (my team reminds me to tell you not to get used to it, it's not the norm).

Coaches: please send this to middle & junior high coaches you're aware of as I KNOW I missed someone!

When will we start?

· Registration runs from 7 to 8am

· Rounds will start at 8am

What events are available?
· Lincoln Douglas Debate

· Public Forum Debate

· Congress (2 morning sessions opposite LD and PF)

· Extemp, Impromptu, Oratory, Expository, Editorial Commentary, Dramatic Interp, Humorous Interp, Duo Interp, Interpretive Reading
· Policy (CX) will have 4 rounds running on a DIFFERENT sched than the rest of the tournament (meaning if you’re doing Policy, you can’t do IE’s at this Event)

What's the pattern?
· A: Congress 
· B: Debate (LD & PF) (Both LD & PF are single flighted, so will fit in the same time as an IE round)
· C: IE (all kinds)
· D: Policy Invitational rounds – Can’t compete in other events (no time)

Can I double-enter?
· Feel free to enter in LD, PF or Congress and IE - double entering in IE is "OK", but it's the student's responsibility to get to both events before the round is over.
· Policy invitational entrants won’t have time (& are on a different schedule).
· AND: NO double-entering if you're in Extemp, unless it's for Impromptu (and it's still a juggling act to make both).


Who can compete?
· Any middle-schooler or junior high student who isn't yet a member of the NFL with 25 points accrued.
· Any high school student who hasn't made their 25 points yet.
· Any high school student who has competed for 1 school-year or less and never trophied: in an event *NEW* to them.

JUDGING REQUIREMENTS:
· 1 for each 5 IE's (we're keeping rounds to 5 participants if at all possible)

· 1 for each 3 debate teams (we also have a number of experienced students excited to give the ballots they almost never get - detailed ;>)

Who can judge?
· Any student who has competed for a full school year  (yes, this year counts, we're past season ;>) and whose coach says they're ready to judge!

· Any parent your team brings (please make sure they have at least a little training)

· Any coach

Where can I sign up?

What if I'm at a school without a team/coach?
· If you don't have a team and there's no coach, the students from your program can EITHER:

· a. Ask a teacher to be your "adviser" and you can sign up as a team (yes, a student can do this - just make sure the email used is ACTIVE)

OR 

· b. Join with a nearby school who *does* have a program and sign up under their team (which is the way a high-schooler at a HS with no team competes during the normal year).

· IN EITHER CASE: Most school districts require you have a district employee onsite for an event - SO: Talk a teacher into coming with you or join with a nearby team so their coach can cover you. PLEASE no showing up without a district employee for your team, unless you're with another team.

Fee Structure:

· $30 per school (if regular team, that covers the first 3 entries)

· $10 per entry beyond the first 3 (same for IE, LD/PF or congress)
· $20/team for the Policy Invitational
· If you’ve no coach and you’re a single entry from a school without a program, pay the “per entry” fee and we will waive the “school” fee.

Actual Schedule (open to some change):
· 7-8am: Registration

· 8am: LD/PF rnd 1 (LD, PF & Congressional Debate)

· 9:30am: IE rnd 1 (all 9 events)

· 10:30am: LD/PF rnd 2

· NOON: LUNCH

· 1pm: IE rnd 2

· 2pm: LD/PF rnd 3 

· 3pm: IE rnd 3

· 4pm: IE finals (where appropriate)

· 5:30pm: Awards for all

Policy: Current schedule calls for rounds at 8am, 10am, 1pm (lunch break at noon). We’ll do either a 4th round or Finals at 3pm (done by 4:30pm in time for awards!)

Where to find what/who:

Students: Commons (straight ahead as you walk in)

Student Food: Student store in the Commons – but bring a lunch, or plan to drive to the local food, within about 2 to 3 blocks)

Coaches/Judges: Teacher’s Lounge (to your right, in the admin offices, as you walk in) (Food will be provided)

Ballot turn in: Front Desk in Admin (to your right as you walk in)

Extemp Prep: Library (Turn Left and up the stairs just before the Commons)
