A BILL TO REPEAL PROPOSITION 13 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

SECTION 1. The State of California shall repeal all provisions of the 1978 prop 13 revisions of article 13A of the California Constitution.

SECTION 2. This bill will specifically repeal provisions limiting property taxes to one percent of assessed value and allow the state legislature to modify state property tax rates with a simple majority vote. 

SECTION 3. The state comptroller’s and county tax assessment offices shall be responsible for implementation.

SECTION 4. This bill will be effective January 1st, 2010.

SECTION 5. All other laws that are in conflict with this new policy shall hereby be

declared null and void.

1 A RESOLUTION TO FUND THE INDIVIDUALS WITH DISABILITIES EDUCATION ACT (IDEA)
2 WHEREAS the Federal Government continues to approve the IDEA Act, and

3 WHEREAS the Federal Government promised to pay 40% of the costs to implement 

4 this act, and

5 WHEREAS the Federal Government currently pays less than 20% of its promised 

6 obligations

7 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this Student Congress that the USFG 

8 shall fully fund its commitment to IDEA.

A RESOLUTION TO EXPAND HYDRO-ELECTRIC POWER

1 WHEREAS The United States needs to increase it’s energy production, and

2 WHEREAS the US currently generates most of its electrical power from Coal, and

3 WHEREAS the US is a leading generator of greenhouse gas emissions, and

4 WHEREAS hydroelectric power constitutes 7% of the total US power generation.

5 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this Student Congress that the USFG 

6 require power companies to increase their use of hydroelectric power from 

7 7-10% by the year 2020.

A BILL TO ESTABLISH A FREE NATIONWIDE WI-FI NETWORK

SECTION 1: The FCC will mandate that any company purchasing the new bandwidth (between 2155 and 2180-MHz) be required to set aside spectrum for use in creating free, publicly available, wireless internet connectivity.

SECTION 2: The free Wi-Fi will be available to everyone in the United States living in a town with a population greater than 500 people and shall have data rates comparable to, but lower than, commercially available broadband internet connections.

SECTION 3: The FCC will oversee implementation of this bill and is authorized to revoke the bandwidth license for non-compliance.

SECTION 4: Upon passage of this bill, the FCC will have 90 days to conduct the bandwidth auction, and the winning companies will have one year from purchase to have wireless internet available to at least 50% of the country, with a 10% increase per year until 90% of towns have coverage.

SECTION 5: All other laws and regulations that contradict this law shall hereby be null and void.

A RESOLUTION TO GIVE CITIZENSHIP TO ALL SOLDIERS

1 WHEREAS the United States is currently engaging in military conflicts around the  

2 globe, and

3 WHEREAS current US recruitment efforts are failing to provide enough soldiers to meet 

4 our needs, and

5 WHEREAS the United States has a large population of illegal immigrants from around 

6 the world, and

7
WHEREAS the US does not currently accept illegal immigrants into the military.

7 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by this Student Congress that the United States 

8 Military will accept illegal immigrants. Furthermore, after these soldier receive an
9 honorary discharge they shall be granted full US citizenship.

A RESOLUTION TO LOWER CORPORATE INCOME TAXES

WHEREAS corporations do not pay taxes, but merely pass on the expense to their                  2 
customers, and

3 
WHEREAS American corporations are stifling under high tax burdens, and

4 WHEREAS many corporations are leaving America for countries with lower tax 

5  rates, and

6 WHEREAS in the current global economic crisis the United States needs to create 

7 new jobs without increasing government spending.

8 THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by this Student Congress that corporations 

9 that provide jobs inside US territorial boundaries will have their income tax rate 

10 cut in half.
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
