District One has 5 state berths for 4A schools and 6 berths for 3A schools in each of the eight individual events. None of these have already been filled. Please bring only competitors that are well-qualified and prepared in their event.  

DEBATE CONTEST

We will use the March/April LD topic, the March PF topic, and the Spring Congressional packet.  District One has 5 berths to State in CX, LD, PF Debate, and Congressional Debate. Unlike IE’s, Debate will not be separated by division. This will be true for both the district and state tournaments.  All bids will be determined at Sedro Woolley on February 25th.  Each school may bring up to three entries in CX, LD, and PF with no more than five total entries in those events.  Each school may bring up to six qualified Congressional debaters.  Competitors may not enter both Congress and another debate event.  Please bring only competitors that are well-qualified and prepared in their event.  

JUDGING
· For the IE tournament, please bring one judge for every four entries.   

· For debate, bring one judge per two entries and one judge for Congress if entered.
· If you have more available judges, please bring them.  Having too few judges causes a late tournament and can cause questionable tournament results.
· Please bring trained adult judges. One year out debaters are allowed.

The winner will be announced at the Debate Tournament on February 25th.

DIRECTIONS 

District Debate Tournament at Sedro-Woolley High School

From either direction: Take the Cook Road exit, EXIT 232, toward SEDRO WOOLLEY. Turn east onto Cook Road from the Freeway exit and proceed east on Cook Road. At the Main stoplight in town, next to the Welcome to Sedro-Woolley sign, proceed straight through the stoplight. At that point Cook Road becomes Ferry Street. Proceed down Ferry Street through one blinking traffic light and two stop signs. At the second stop sign after the traffic light, turn right on Puget Street. Proceed one block and Puget becomes 4th street at the stop sign. Proceed through the stop sign. Three blocks later, Sedro-Woolley High School will be on your right. You can park in any of the parking lots East and North of the school or in the large parking lot North of the Gym.
