Debate Rounds
All debaters will compete in six rounds:  three affirmative and three negative.  
Awards

We will award Gold, Silver, and Bronze for each division based upon W/L and points.  We will also provide individual speaking awards for the top debaters (based upon points only) in each division.

Judging

Each school is required to bring one judge for every two debaters.  One debater requires two covered rounds.  Two debaters require four covered rounds.  Schools will be charged $20 per uncovered round.
