Schools with multiple teams participating are required to bring additional judges
according to the “N-1” formula (e.g., a school with N number of teams must bring N-1 number of
judges). Please contact us as soon as possible if you are having trouble fulfilling the judging requirement.
We may have to assess a non-covered team charge for schools unable to fulfill the judging requirement.
