Debate: Cross-Examination, LD Value, Public Debate, Public Forum

Junior Division: Students in their 1-2 year of competition, in a particular event  

Senior Division: Students in their 3-4 year of competition, in a particular event

• There will be a few limitations to the number of debate teams that may enter the tournament.  Both Public Forum and Public will be limited to 6 teams each event per school.  


• Also, NOVICE division will not be offered.  All events will be junior and senior divisions.  Junior division is only for students in their 1-2 year of competition in any kind of debate.

Lincoln-Douglas Value Debate (November-December topic)


Resolved: Public health concerns justify compulsory immunization.

Cross-Examination Debate


Resolved: The United States federal government should substantially increase social services for persons living in poverty in the United States.
Public Forum Debate (December Topic)


Resolved: That merit pay based on student achievement should be a significant component of K-12 teacher compensation in United States public schools.
Public Debate: All events will be on current events.  Topic areas will be announced the first week of December.  Extemp files may be used during public prep time in Junior Division only.  Senior division will still be eligible for "proven excellence" as an alternative qualifier for State (Extemp prep will also be Public prep room).
