Dear Coaches,

We are very excited to invite you to the annual Clackamas Holiday Edge Tournament, held this year on December 5, 2009.  Last year we proudly hosted 38 schools and we expect to have a great turn out again this year. We are able to use the portables (and we have been promised heat) which means we should have enough rooms to accommodate all entries, but we still may end up having some rounds in odd spaces, so let your kids know to be prepared for anything, and to ask tab if they cannot find a spot. We will have some of the finest individual helping in the tab room so the day should run smoothly. We will be using a computer to match debate. The overall theme will be celebrating the holidays so come with a belly full of cheer.

The tournament will run differently than the last few years with students having the opportunity to compete in both individual events and debate. We will see how this works and welcome feedback. 

We will be offering novice and open division in all speaking and debate events (except CX – and congress which will be open division only). We may collapse events as needed. When events are collapsed we will still give awards to the novice speakers. Novice is for all students in the first year of competition who have not attended a summer speech camp. Open is for all competitors. We strongly encourage all students to register for open division so we can have multiple events qualify for state alternate qualifying system. 

Students may sign up for a total of three individual events (two of which may be in the same pattern) or one debate per pattern. If students compete in debate they cannot compete in an individual event that pattern. CX debaters may not sign up for a second event. Note: Extemp draw occurs during Pattern A and students will not receive additional prep if competing in another Pattern A event. We will follow state rule and we will use the latest addition of the state ballots which can be found on the OSAA website.  

Pattern A: CX, Public Forum, LD, ADS, HI, Oratory, Prose, Impromptu, (Extemp draw)

Pattern B: CX continued, Public, ELL, Expos, DI, Duo, Radio, Extemp, Poetry and Story Telling

Pattern C: Student Congress

Topics: 

We will use the November/December topic for LDV.  

We will use the December topic for Ted Turner. 

Public debate will be a mix of policy, value and philosophical topics. 

Debate Rules: The following rules will be in effect: No tag team, no electronic devices (i.e. No lap tops except for CX) and no oral critiques. We will not be using a public prep room; students will receive their topics in the room they are assigned to.

Deadlines:

Please get initial registration in by Monday, November 30th at 5:00 pm. Adds and drops can be made until noon on Thursday, December 3, 2009. Fees will be set at that time. No adds will be accepted after Thursday at noon. Please email drops after that time. We will be using http://www.forensicstournament.net for entries. If patterns fill up prior to Thursday at noon the system will be modified to take drops only. I will email all coaches if this occurs. So get your registration in early. 

Payment: Generally we prefer payment to be made at the tournament; however, you can be billed if needed. 

Awards: 
We will give trophies to the top 3 speakers in each individual event and certificates for all finalists. If events are collapsed we will honor the top 3 novice speaker with trophies. Debate top two teams will receive trophies and all undefeated debate teams will receive an award. We will give one trophy to each member of a team (debate and duo).
Fees:

$25.00 per school registration fee

$4.00 per individual event (this includes Dual)

$6.00 per debate team

Discount: Schools who bring extra judges will receive $20 off their total entry fee (it has to be at least one full time extra judge). We really want your judges rather than your money.
Judging:

One judge covers six individual event entries or four debate entries. Each uncovered entry will be charged $10.00. Please bring judges as we want to have a smooth tournament and we would rather have the judges than the money. Note: We use teachers, parents and community members to judge (especially in public debate and Ted Turner). Please advise your students that they will need to adapt.
