Rules/Explanation of Events:

Standard events follow OSAA rules except:

Memorized events (HI, DI, Duo, Oratory, Expos, ADS) that are presented in a scripted manner will be given a rank of “10”, effectively eliminating the competitor from finals.  
Radio which does not meet time limits (4:45-5:15) will be given a rank of “10”, effectively eliminating the competitor from finals.

With the “10” rule in effect, there may be rounds without full (1, 2, 3, 4) rankings.

· If we have enough entries to qualify an event under OSAA Proven Excellence, it will follow all OSAA rules.
Pentathlon:

Competitors must compete in 5 events drawn from the following categories:

1. HI, DI, or Duo

2. Expos or Oratory

3. Prose or Poetry

4. Radio or ADS
5. Any event not already used

They will need to finish all rounds of all 5 events.  Students shirking their responsibilities will be pulled from competition, as may those receiving a 10 in an event.

They will be allowed to enter no more than 3 events per pattern.  

Pick-up Events:


>>> These are only open to people who do not break in any regular event. <<<

· Impromptu Duo:

· Two person teams, as in standard dual, but we will allow cross-school pairings (spread the love☺).

· Each round will follow a different format announced in room, but they will all involve limited preparation time (0 sec. – 3 min.).

· Max. time limit for each scene will be 5 minutes, with time cards given as in impromptu.

· Competitors will be allowed to look at each other during performance, but movement should fall within the bounds of standard dual interp (whatever that is anymore).

· Competitors will be judged on their ability to work with each other to create a cohesive scene.

· Competitors may remain in the room throughout the round.

Spontaneous Argumentation:
· Two person teams (cross-school pairing are allowed), with 4 teams per room.

· With limited preparation (1-2 minutes) the teams will debate each other on assigned topics, with the other teams in the room acting as judges.
· Following the debates, each team will rank every team in the room (including themselves) and turn in the ballots to the judge official.
· The format will be similar to Public Forum with about 2 minute constructive speeches.

I will make available the ballots/judging instructions for any of these events to anyone who asks.
