To provide opportunity for a maximum competition experience for all students we will be offering three preliminary rounds** and finals in all eleven (11) AFA individual events, arranged in two conflict patterns. **In events that are especially large we will run two preliminary rounds, semis and finals.  
Our tournament headquarters will be in the Doornbos Student Lounge in the Administration Building/(Liesinger Hall). (Directions are included on the tournament schedule.)  This is the same location as the tournament headquarters last year.  It seems to be a bit more comfortable and centrally located.
Note: Our campus is experiencing a number of construction projects, while dates and time will not change, locations may (for instance the tournament headquarters may move to our new Gateway Building) . . . watch your email.

TOURNAMENT REGULATIONS
FEES: Each Debate team is $40.00, each I.E. slot is $7.00, a school fee of $50.00.
AWARDS:

Awards will be given for first, second, and third in all categories of competition.  Speaker awards will be given

in all categories of debate. First, second, and third place sweepstakes will be given.

TOP INDIVIDUAL COMPETITOR SWEEPSTAKES:  A special award will be given to the individual competitor who accumulates the most sweepstakes points for their team.  (Points will be counted from all areas of competition.  Points earned in team events or from entry in duo interpretation will be tallied as half scores.)

TEAM SWEEPSTAKES:

Sweepstakes trophies will be given to the top three schools in Sweepstakes competition.  Teams accumulate

points according to the following formula:  

· Debate teams accumulate 5 points for each preliminary round win by a school's best four teams in each division of debate.

· I.E's accumulate 20 points for 1st place, 15 points for 2nd place, 10 points for 3rd place and 5 points for each finalist.

JUDGES:



Each debate judge covers two teams or a fraction thereof.  Fees for uncovered debate teams are $60.00 per team.  Each I.E. judge covers 6 slots in pattern A and six slots in pattern B.  Fees for uncovered I.E. slots will be $7.00 per slot.  ALL ACCOMPANYING COACHES AND TEAM JUDGES WILL BE USED THROUGHOUT THE TOURNAMENT FOR JUDGING ASSIGNMENTS. Unlike larger tournaments held in Forensic populated areas, we cannot afford the luxury of "LIMITED COMMITMENT" judging assignments.  The Pioneer Trails has been able to provide students with an educational competitive experience because of you and your accompanying judges' willingness to meet judging assignments as posted.  We would like to take this opportunity to thank you for your commitment and dedication.

LATE DROP:


Any changes to your entry should be given to us no later than 4:00 p.m., on Wednesday, October 5th.  Fees will

be assessed at that time and entry fees calculated.  No changes will be made to fees after Wednesday.                   

INDIVIDUAL EVENTS:

Students may enter up to three (3) individual events in Flights A and B, but must accept any hardships created by

multiple entries. SPECIAL NOTE:  Our campus is rather spread out and built on the side of a hill.  Please 
bring comfortable walking shoes and take this into consideration before deciding on a triple entry.

EXCEPTIONS TO TRIPLE ENTRY RULING:
1. Students entered in Extemp CANNOT triple enter in the Flight A conflict pattern.  Please notice that Extemp is running in a delayed time slot from the rest of the Flight A events.  
**EXTEMPERS CHOOSING DOUBLE ENTRY WILL BEAR THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF PERFORMING WITHIN THE ALLOTTED SCHEDULED ROUND TIME WHETHER OR NOT THEIR OTHER ENTRY ALLOWS THEM 30 MINUTES OF PREP TIME.

2. Students entering more than one Duo CANNOT triple enter in the Flight A conflict pattern.
