Dear Coaches,

The Speech and Debate team of Renton High School cordially invites you to our debate tournament on Saturday, December 4.  With only having IE events and congressional debate, we will make every effort to ensure that our tournament runs smoothly, professionally, and on time.  Additionally, we will encourage excellence, while balancing the spirit of competition with the scholastic goals of speech.
Events

We will be offering all eight individual events: Extemporaneous, Expository, Dramatic Interpretation, Dual Interpretation, Impromptu, Oratory, Interpretive Reading, and Humorous Interpretation.  In addition we will offer open Congressional Debate.  IE’s will have novice and open divisions although there will only be finals in open.  Congressional debate will only have an open division.  All events conflict.  A student may enter multiple individual events but it is his/her responsibility to check in with all judges.  Judges will be instructed to wait one hour before returning ballots.  Students may not enter Congress and IE’s.
We will be following state rules in all events and will not allow computers in Congress.  Students entering Congress must bring their own legislation packet as copies will not be made at the tournament.
Maximum Entry Limits
No more than 25 entries combined in individual events and Congress.  One student entered in two (2) events = two (2) entries. Each dual entry = one (1) entry.  No more than six (6) entries in any event per division.  You may register additional entries but will be required to pay a second squad fee.
Special Needs students
Please specify on your entry if you have any students with special needs (i.e. wheelchair, hearing-impaired, etc.) so we can be prepared to make appropriate arrangements in the tab room.

Awards
Individual Events: Trophies for top 3 in both divisions.  Finalist awards will also be given.
Congressional debate: trophies for top 3 speakers in all chambers as well as top presiding officer awards.  Also, an award for top novice speaker will be given as well as an award for the top speaker participating in only one session.
Note: If divisions/events are extremely small, we may go to top two or collapse divisions, as conditions warrant.  In all cases we will attempt to balance between healthy competition and a rational means of assuring maximum recognition.
Judging

1.  Schools are required to provide one judge for every five (5) I.E. entries.  Open-level competitors may be used to judge novice only if they do not compete.  
2.  Schools participating in Congressional debate must provide at least one scorekeeper.
3. We do not have any extra judges.  If you show up short, your competitors may be dropped.
4.  As a part of your overall registration fee, food and beverages are provided as a service for your judges.
