Scrimmage Procedures 
  

As noted above, we will follow YODL rules at this scrimmage including the topic strike and points of 
privilege procedures. We will not be using open adjudication. We will go over these rules at our pre-
scrimmage briefing on Saturday morning.  
 
We will use the YODL adjudication manual as our primary source for rules and norms throughout the 
scrimmage. While we will not be requiring judges to complete YODL certification, we do expect that 
everyone will be familiar with the YODL manual. Please note that while we are using YODL rules, this 
scrimmage does not count toward YODL points and is not officially sanctioned by YODL. 

For any issues not addressed in the YODL manual, please consult the WUDC manual. Should any 
questions or concerns arise, these are the documents our CA team, tab, and scrimmage leadership 
will reference.  

A slate of topic areas will be released around one month before the scrimmage. We will make these 
topic areas available on forensicstournament.net and via email to currently registered teams. Teams 
will be given an opportunity to recommend specific topic wordings to the CA team shortly after the 
release of these areas. The due date for suggestions will be provided once the topic areas are 
released.
