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Pro-sports donations

1  Whereas: Our economic difficulties have put a strain on this nation, and

2  Whereas: Cutbacks have hit the education industry the hardest, and 

3  Whereas: Replacement of these cuts are crucial for the promotion of effective 

4  Education systems throughout the nations, and 

5  Whereas: Education provides the best avenue for individuals to better

6  Themselves, The economy, and society overall, and

7  Whereas: Professional sports generate billions of dollars in revenue per year, and 

8  Whereas: Our priority should be on salvaging our economy and the future of our 

9  Society, 

10  Be It Resolved:  That professional athletic teams should be required to donate 

11  5% of their gross yearly income to education systems based in the team’s state.

Alternative energy incentives

1  Whereas: Alternative energy projects require both finances and land, and 

2  Whereas: Land lease approvals for alternative energy projects have been 

3  Bureaucratically slow, and

4  Whereas: China’s efforts in energy production have accelerated due to access to 

5  Land as well as financing, and

6  Whereas: The government controls millions of acres compatible with alternative 7  Energy projects, and

8  Whereas: The US needs to stay competitive in the energy market,

9  Be It Resolved: First, that greater priority be given to lease applications for 

10  Alternative energy projects, 

11  Second, that the government set aside at least 1 million acres of government-

12  Controlled public lands for the purpose of alternative energy projects, and

13  Third, that current prices of land leases for alternative energy projects be cut by 14  80% as an economic incentive.

 NATO withdrawal

1  Whereas: NATO was designed specifically with the purpose of containing Russian 2  Expansion, and

3  Whereas: The collapse of the Soviet Union has diminished this threat, and

4  Whereas: Europe has become more pacifistic, while the US has remained 

5  Militarily aggressive, and

6  Whereas: Alliance with NATO ties down troops, resources, and policy options that 7  The US could use in other ways or arenas, 

8  Be It Resolved:  That the United States should formally withdraw from NATO.

Residential recycling

1  Whereas: Local policies for residential recycling promotion are slowing 

2  Blossoming across the nation, and

3  Whereas: Residents have had mixed reactions to participating in these recycling 

4  Programs, and

5  Whereas: Lack of participation severely diminishes their effectiveness, and

6  Whereas: Consistency across programs even further promotes recycling efforts, 

7  Be It Resolved: That local recycling programs be made legally mandatory for all

8  Residences, with failure to properly participate resulting in criminal penalties of 

9  Up to $5000 fines and/or 1 year in jail.

Somali pirates

1  Whereas: Somali pirates accounted for about 44% of all piracy attacks in the first

2  Nine months of 2010, and

3  Whereas: Piracy attacks have begun to expand away from the coast, and

4  Whereas: The presence of international navies has started to have an effect, but 

5  Are currently insufficient, 

6  Be It Resolved:  That the United States should deploy naval vessels to assist the 

7  International community deal with Somali piracy.
