Humorous Impromptu
Round one Saturday at 4 PM in HSC 104 students who register will be given silly topics to develop into a light hearted speech 3 to 5 minutes long. Speeches will probably follow norms for effective public speaking – such as having an attention getter, thesis, preview, body of support, transitions and conclusion. A panel will select the top three speakers who will advance to finals. The final round will be after the final debate while the judges are conferring. The audience will vote by applause for the best speech of the three impromptu speakers. That speaker will receive a prize. Topics will be something like: “Pink flamingos, why not?”; “What do dogs dream of?”; “Worst films”; “Elect Big Foot”; or “Celebrities I would like to date”. 

Worlds Debate Training
Friday at 1 PM join Jason Sandford and Ross Merritt for training in Worlds debate. They will cover information useful for both novices and advanced debaters and judges. Judges with limited experience with Worlds format are asked to attend. Door prizes provided. 
Awards
Judges select top team in the final round which will receive a Gold Cup. Other three teams that advanced to the final round receive silver second place awards. Bronze third place awards goes to non-advancing semi finalists. 
 
Topics
Motions will be based on very current events or enduring philosophical controversies. There will be one topic dealing with civil rights in honor of Martin Luther King Day. Current events will come from issues of the Wall Street Journal or the Economist from four weeks prior to the tournament.

Former Director of Speech and Debate at the University of LaVerne (CA), Jason Sandford coached one of the most successful international debate programs in the nation.  Under Jason’s leadership, LaVerne won multiple regional championship titles as well as achieving success at many international competitions in Europe. These same LaVerne teams went on to be some of the first Americans to reach both Semi-Final and Final rounds at the World University Debating Championships. 
As a debater, Jason has made it to the Finals of multiple American Worlds-style tournaments and won several top-ten speaker awards. In European competition, he has made it to the Semi-Finals of the Strathclyde Tournament in Scotland, outperforming past Finalists of the World Universities Debating Championships. As a Public Speaker, Jason has also made it to the Semi-Finals of The World Universities Debate Championships Public Speaking Competition (Oxford '93) and won the prestigious Harvard University Public Speaking Championships (1995).
