Dear Coach:


You are invited to the Individual Event and Student Congress Tournament hosted by Bonney Lake High School and located at the University of Washington Tacoma campus.


We will be offering all eight open individual events: dual interpretation, dramatic interpretation, humorous interpretation, impromptu, interpretive reading, extemporaneous speaking, expository and original oratory. We will also offer Student Congress. We will follow current WSFA rules, specifically involving the abolishment of the “one step rule” for interpretation and new time limits for Nationals Events. SUPERVISION

The WIAA requires the presence, at all times, of a certificated staff member from the school or district supervising your participants.  You will not be allowed to compete if you do not comply with this rule.

Individual Events

We will offer one division in all eight events. PLEASE NOTE: ALL INDIVIDUAL EVENTS CONFLICT!!!  However, there is ample time for your student to be entered in multiple events.  Please ensure that all double entered students check in with their judges so the judges will wait for all competitors.

STUDENT CONGRESS & SUPERCONGRESS

We will hold two divisions of Student Congress provided there are enough entries for two rooms. Two, two and a half hour sessions of Student Congress will be offered in conflict with the IE pattern. We will be using the Spring Legislation from the WSFA packet as emailed out by Roberta Rice, Washington State Eastern Vice Presidents. Competitors will be responsible for bringing their own copy of the Spring Legislation packet. There will be no copies of bills made at the tournament. The Spring Packet can be found on the WIAA Forensics page.
LIMITATIONS

 

No more than 20 IE entries per squad (dual counts as 1 entry).  You are limited to a maximum of 6 entries per event in each division.  You may enter more participants, but you must register them as a second squad on a separate registration form. When the tournament reaches its maximum capacity, we will close registration.

Judging:
As there are conflicts in the schedule, please be sure to calculate your judging needs properly.  We will not have a large number of judges for hire and need to be able to run the tournament efficiently.  Please tell your judges when they need to be in the building to judge as we don’t have a lot of free time.  

· One judge covers five (5) IE entries
· One judge is required to be nominated and available for each school entering Student Congress participants.

· Your school is obligated to provide judges for the categories and divisions in which your students are entered.

Please remember without adequate judges we will need to cut your squads competitors.
 
Food
Food will be available in the West Coast Grocery, which will be open from 10-2 on Saturday, or in the many restaurants that are housed on the street level of the campus buildings: Subway, Starbucks, etc. Students can purchase snacks or lunch there.
Directions

From I-5 take the I-705/Tacoma City Center exit (Exit 133). From I-705 take the South 21st Street exit. Turn left at the traffic light onto 21st Street. Go through the light at Pacific Avenue and you will see parking on the right.
Bus loops can be found off 21st turning right onto Dolly Roberson Lane or a small turnaround is on the west side of campus turning east off of Jefferson. It is recommended buses park by the Tacoma Dome near the Link light-rail train stop after dropping students off—or for those who live on the edge. Ride the Link into town getting off at the steps of the University of Washington Tacoma at the 19th Street/Union Station stop.
FREE Parking can be found by turning east down C Street. Paid Parking can be found in three near areas. The lot on campus will cost $12.00 a day. The lot one block up is $8.00 a day. The lot at 19th and Fawcett is $3.00 a day. All lots are within easy walking distance of the main part of campus.
Registration Location
The tournament registration, student area, and postings will all be held in William W. Philip Hall. Competition will be held in Cherry Parks, Phillip Hall, West Coast Grocer’s Building, Birmingham Block, Birmingham Hay and Seed, and Dougan Building.
