A Resolution to Eliminate Federal Involvement in Education

WHEREAS:
There is no correlation between the abilities, desires, goals, family involvement, and ethnicities of students across our country, and;  

WHEREAS:
The Federal Government has insisted on trying to dictate, through funding of programs, the course of public education, and;

WHEREAS:
Many of these programs have been the impetus for falsifying examination results to insure future funding, and;

WHEREAS:
The dismissal of many educators could be attributed to problems brought about by these programs,

THEREFORE:
Be it resolved by this Congress here assembled that the Federal Government cease and desist from any future involvement in education and;


2) Be it also resolved that all future governing of education shall be the sole responsibility of the state in which the school is located.

A Bill to Eliminate Pork-Barrel Spending

SECTION I:

The Senate Committee on Appropriations will oversee the enactment of this bill.

This bill shall take affect immediately upon ratification.
