Troops in Iraq

1. Whereas the US plans to remove all troops from Iraq by the end of 2012, and
2.  Whereas the reason troops are not staying is because immunity would not be granted to US troops, and
3.  Whereas both the US military and the Iraq military believe more training is needed for the Iraqi military, and
4.  Whereas the Iraqi government wants US troops to train their military

5.  Be it resolved that the US should send troops for military training to Iraq despite the lack of immunity.
Infrastructure Spending

1.  Whereas unemployment continues to be high across the United States, and
2.  Whereas construction workers suffer some of the highest rates of unemployment, and
3.  Whereas the American Society of Civil Engineers gives the infrastructure in the United States a D grade

4.  Be it resolved that the US Federal Government should allocate an additional $57 billion to improve transportation 
5. infrastructure in the United States.
Sales Tax

1.  Whereas the US federal government is currently running a budget deficit, and
2.  Whereas over 40% of Americans do not pay income tax, and
3.  Whereas new sources of income are unlikely to develop for the Federal government, and
4.  Whereas the United States currently imports more than they export

5.  Be it resolved that the United States Federal Government should institute a 2% sale tax on all foreign produced goods. 

Park Curfew

1.  Whereas the occupy Wall street movement has gained in popularity, and
2.  Whereas there has been little trouble in Zuccotti park despite its lack of curfew, and
3.  Whereas the Constitution of the United States guarantees the right to peaceably assemble and freedom of speech, and
4.  Whereas there have been clashes with police and “occupy” protestors over enforcement of park operating hours

5.  Be it resolved that all Federally supported parks will remain open 24 hours a day with no curfew.
Iran

1.  Whereas the government of Iran has been linked to an assassination plot within US borders, and
2.  Whereas Iran continues to do nuclear research with the possibility of producing nuclear weapons, and
3.  Whereas Saudi Arabia was the target of the assassination attempt and is fearful of the Iranian regime, and
4.  Whereas there has not been a unified global response to Iran’s nuclear ambitions and assassination attempt

5.  Be it resolved that the United States Congress will authorize the use of military force against Iran.
