Judges:

We will need additional judges to make everything run on time with the addition of the C pattern. Please, oh please, bring them!!!!!

Food:

We have very few places to eat within walking distance, so we will have concessions with breakfast, lunch and snacks at reasonable prices.
Entry Rules:

No one may enter more than 1 event per pattern (except those pesky pentatheletes).

Extemp will prep in Pattern A, so Extempers may not enter another event that pattern.

Pentatheletes must have 5 events meeting the following:

1. A memorized Interp (HI, DI, Duo)

2. A memorized Original Speech (Expos or Oratory)

3. A scripted Interp (Prose or Poetry)

4. An “other” Original Speech (ADS or Radio)

5. An additional event (NOT extemp), but not more than 3 events in 1 pattern.

School entry in the pentathlon is limited to 3 lunatics.

In all events, there is only 1 division.

Awards:

We will award 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place trophies, along with finalist certificates in all IE events.

Pentathlon will also be awarded 1st, 2nd, 3rd based on upon a sweepstakes-style points system.  They may also earn awards in any event they compete in.
