A Resolution to Support Syria's Democratization

1. WHEREAS, several autocratic governments have been overthrown by the will of the people in the Middle East; and

2. WHEREAS, The United States has supported the revolutions in Egypt and Libya
; and

3. WHEREAS, The revolution is Syria is currently being opposed by military force by an illegitimate government; and

4. WHEREAS, current policies of the US and other countries are not putting enough pressure on the Assad Regime to allow democratic changes; and

5. WHEREAS, without active military support by the United States and its allies the revolution may die before it has a chance to succeed; now, therefore, be it

6. RESOLVED,
now, therefore, be it resolved by the Student Congress here assembled that the United States Government shall provide military aide similar to the aid provided to the Libyan Rebels.

A Bill to promote US Nuclear Power 

7. BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

8. Section 1.
The Department of Energy shall enact a plan to promote the development and implementation of Small Scale Modular Nuclear Reactors (SMR).

9. Section 2.
By 2022 all Federally owned fossil fuel powered reactors between the 200-500 megawatt range will be replaced with SMR's. In addition power companies may apply for a subsidy rebate of $1000 per kilowatt of generating capacity to encourage private investment in SMR's.

10. Section 3.
A.  All reactors will follow strict safety guidelines established by the department of energy.

11. B. Funding for this legislation will be provided by a 5 cent per kilowatt hour tax on all U.S. Domestic power consumption until the total cost of the legislation as established by the GAO, has been paid.

12. SECTION 4.
This law will take effect within six months of passage.

13. Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void

A Resolution to Disband the TSA

14. WHEREAS, The Transportation and Security Administration has been increasingly coming under attack for ridiculous policies; and

15. WHEREAS, recently a woman was not allowed to bring a cupcake onboard an airplane because it was deemed a security risk; and

16. WHEREAS, US air travel is gaining an increasingly negative reputation from travelers abroad and this is affecting tourism; and

17. WHEREAS, TSA employees are generally under educated and qualified to be assuming the broad policing powers that they currently enjoy and this lack of qualification is resulting in the abuse of power; and

18. WHEREAS, the reason for the TSA's creation was to prevent another 9/11 attack, but airline and security policies have been changed so that another 9/11 hijacking is virtually impossible; now, therefore, be it

19. RESOLVED,
now, therefore, be it resolved by the Student Congress here assembled that the Department of Homeland Security disband the TSA and turn over its duties to the US Marshall's Service.

A Resolution to Modify the Primary System

20. WHEREAS, the current US Presidential Primary System gives disproportional power to to small states that would otherwise be irrelevant to overall US policy needs; and

21. WHEREAS, this system disenfranchises the majority of Americans who will have little to no say in who is running for president; and

22. WHEREAS, the current system creates large amounts of waste, specifically with farm subsidies designed solely to allow candidates to do well in the Iowa Caucasus; and

23. WHEREAS, the current system is only based on an unimportant tradition and fails to take into account the ability of candidates to advocate their position via new media; and

24. WHEREAS, States are currently getting in trouble with the national political parties for moving up their primaries; now, therefore, be it

25. RESOLVED, by the Student Congress here assembled that the primary system be replaced with a national primary election to be held on the first Tuesday of March.

A Bill to Change Existing Tax Brackets

26. BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

27. Section 1.
The current income tax bracket system be abolished and replaced with a new tax bracket based on multiples of the federal minimum wage. All tax rates will be calculated based upon individual earnings (including benefits with the exception of retirement and healthcare) regardless of marital status, (couples will be counted as two individuals for tax purposes) no other tax deductions will amended.
