TOURNAMENT INFORMATION

February 11-12, 2012

GENERAL: Any regularly enrolled undergraduate student who has not completed 8 semesters of forensic competition may enter. NO COMPETITOR MAY USE MATERIALS USED BY THAT STUDENT IN COMPETITION PRIOR TO SEPTEMBER 1, 2011. A contestant may not use the same cutting/content or any portion of that cutting/content in more than one prepared event. GCC and Mt. SAC students may participate in the events since the tab room have various schools monitoring the results. Also the GCC students may compete in Persuasive Speaking for the Arizona Interstate Oratory Contest.

ENTRIES:  Each student may enter a maximum of six events; no more than three per flight.  There is no limit on the amount of entries a school may enter per event; however, for schools with larger entries (more than six contestants per event) we may have to artificially move competitors to accommodate judges from that school.  Entries for both halves of the Forensics Fiesta can be entered at joyoftournaments.com. The deadline for receiving entries for both halves of the Swing is 5:00 p.m., Tuesday, February 7th.  No additions will be accepted after this time.  Drops will be accepted after the deadline without penalty until 5:00 p.m. Wednesday, February 8th. Results will be available on joyoftournaments.com when the tournament concludes.

INDIVIDUAL EVENTS: 

Two preliminary rounds will be offered in one open division in all 11 NIET events AND Novice events with 12 or more entered. Semifinals will be held in events that have over 45 contestants. Finals will be held in all events with over 8 entries. Events will be offered in two conflict patterns. Students may enter a maximum of 3 events per pattern with no more than 2 duos. If a student is in Extemporaneous Speaking their speaking order will not be adjusted. If a student is in Duo and in the top 3 speaker positions of the section they must do their Duo event first.  We shall use the most current AFA rules for all of the events. Note: for Impromptu all contestants in the same section shall speak on the same three quotations. 

The patterns are as follows: 

Pattern A: EXT, POI, POE, INF, ADS, DI

Pattern B: IMP, CA, PRO, DUO, PER

DEBATE EVENTS:  

NPDA Parliamentary Team Debate
Format: 
Parliamentary Team Debate times will be:  

Prime Minister (7 minutes)

Leader of the Opposition (8 minutes)

Member of the Government (8 minutes)

Member of the Opposition (8 minutes)

Leader of the Opposition (4 minute rebuttal)

Prime Minister (5 minute rebuttal)

We will offer ONE Division in Parliamentary Team debate, which will run against Pattern B (Students may double enter in Pattern A) and have 5 preliminary rounds.  We use the NPDA rules as guidelines.  Debate Rules:  We will allow three person teams according to PSCFA regulations. We will allow hybrid teams.  We will NOT allow one person to debate alone.  In the event that one member of a team is unable to debate, the team will forfeit the round, and both team members will receive zero speaker points for that round. We will announce the topic in the competition rooms, which allows a 15 minute prep and keeps the tournament running smoothly and promptly. 

NFA-LD: We will offer ONE division of NFA-LD, opposite pattern A (students may double enter in Pattern B). NFA Lincoln-Douglas Debate is a one-person, persuasive, policy debate on traditional stock issues. It is a communication event, by which we mean the philosophy of the activity is consistent with that which governs other individual events. Competitors in NFA Lincoln-Douglas will be evaluated on their analysis, use of evidence, and ability to effectively and persuasively organize, deliver, and refute arguments. Rapid-fire delivery, commonly called "spread delivery," is considered antithetical to the purpose and intent of this event. 

Debate Pairing:  The first TWO rounds will be randomly matched. Power matching will be used in all subsequent rounds (time constraints may require some lag power matching).  If 35% or more of the teams in junior or senior division come from the same school, then at the discretion of the tournament directors, those teams from the same school could meet each other if meeting is necessary to run the event.  If 25% or more of the teams in novice division come from the same school then, at the discretion of the tournament director, those teams from the same school could meet each other if meeting is necessary to run the event. When both teams are from the same school, we will allow the debate to be judged by a critic of the same school.  For example, a CSULB vs. CSULB debate could be judged by a CSULB critic.

Critic Responsibilities:  We believe every debate in the tournament deserves attention from those critics assigned to listen.  At a minimum, we expect our judges to give written criticisms.  WE WILL NOT ACCEPT BALLOTS THAT SIMPLY STATE "ORAL CRITIQUE GIVEN."  We also expect judges to return a ballot for each round to the teams entered.  Thus, a packet will not be released until all judges representing that school have turned in ballots.  Judges are also required to render a decision identifying a winner, loser, and speaker points for each debate round by the start of the next scheduled round. Judges must remain at the tournament one round beyond the elimination of their last participant.  (All judges are committed to judge the first elimination round). Disclosure is permitted only after the ballot is turned into the tab room and only if it does not delay the tournament.

AWARDS: All individual event participants reaching the final round will receive awards. Sweepstakes awards will be given to the top three schools using the following point system:

Individual Events: 

1st place 15 points / 2nd place 10 points / 3rd place 7 points / Finalist 3 points / Semi -finalist 1 point

Debate Events: 

Gold (win in elim 2) 15 points / Silver (loss in elim 2) 10 points / Bronze (loss in elim 1) 7 points

INDIVIDUAL SWEEPSTAKES:  Students entered in at least four events including at least one interpretation event, one public address event, and one limited preparation event will be eligible to win individual sweepstakes awards.  There is no additional fee to enter students in Individual Sweepstakes. The top three overall speakers will be recognized.

ARIZONA INTERSTATE ORATORY CONTEST: On Saturday, the top two Open Persuasion speakers from an Arizona College or University will qualify to compete at the National Interstate Oratory Tournament.  Runners-up may attend the National Interstate Oratory Tournament as replacements if they are notified that a qualifier elects not to attend.

JUDGES INFORMATION /FEES:
· IE: Each school should furnish one judge for every six IE slots.  Hired IE judges are available at $10.00 per uncovered slot. 
· NFA-LD: Each school should furnish one judge for every two LD DEBATE slots.  Hired LD DEBATE judges are available at $35.00 per uncovered slot.  
· NPDA (Parliamentary Debate): Each school should furnish one judge for every two DEBATE slots.  Hired DEBATE judges are available at $50.00 per uncovered slot.
ALL fees are assessed as of 5:00 p.m., Tuesday February 7th, excluding NUISANCE FEES. A nuisance fee of $10.00 per slot will be assessed for every drop after 5:00pm on Wednesday, February 8th.  Drops at registration will incur a $20.00 nuisance fee per slot.  Judges dropped after the Wednesday 5:00 p.m. deadline will result in a nuisance fee of $25.00 each plus the additional cost of hiring a judge.
