Dear District One Debate Coach,
This year, the district IE tournament will be held Wednesday, February 15th at Edmonds Heights K-12 and the district debate/congress tournament will be held Tuesday, February 28th at Sedro-Woolley HS.  All registration will be done through forensicstournament.net.  The deadline for both speech & debate registration is Friday, February 10th.  No adds or drops will be accepted after Monday, February 13th.  
PLEASE NOTE: At the Feb. 15th tournament at Edmonds Heights, there will be a church meeting in the library from 7-9:30. Coaches, please be aware that we need to keep noise to a minimum in the adjacent hallway during that time.
INDIVIDUAL EVENTS CONTEST

District One has 4 state berths for 4A schools and 6 berths for 3A schools in each of the eight individual events. Some of these have already been filled at district qualifying tournaments. It is important to note that, especially in 4A, we may have additional berths and will develop a list of alternates to fill them.  Please bring only competitors that are well-qualified and prepared in their event.  
DEBATE CONTEST
We will use the March/April LD topic, the March PF topic, and the Spring Congressional packet.  District One has four berths to State in CX, LD, and PF Debate and six berths in Congressional Debate. Unlike IE’s, Debate will not be separated by division. This will be true for both the district and state tournaments.  Depending on the results of the Mt. Vernon and Kamiak tournaments, we may not have any CX bids left to fill at the District Tournament.  We will have at least one bid to fill for LD and PF. All six Congress bids will be determined at Sedro-Woolley.  Each school may bring two entries for CX and two for LD, with no more than three for both CX/LD combined. You may bring up to six qualified Congressional debaters.  Competitors may not enter both Congress and another debate event.  Please bring only competitors that are well-qualified and prepared in their event.  
JUDGING
· For the IE tournament, please bring one judge for every four entries.   
· For debate, bring one judge per two entries and one judge for Congress if entered.  
· If you have more available judges, please bring them.  

· Since we follow State guidelines, please bring second-year-out adult judges. 

High school students and 2011 graduates are not eligible to judge.
DISTRICT ONE DEBATE CAMP SCHOLARSHIP
If you have a student attending camp who needs financial help to do so, write a letter of application for that student to receive one of the District One Debate Camp Scholarships.  Email the letter to lewisda@edmonds.wednet.edu by Friday, February 24th.   All District One coaches will receive the nominations and may vote for the recipient.  The winner will be announced at the Debate Tournament on February 28.
REGISTRATION & FEES
This year, we will be using forensicstounament.net. Registration will close on February 10th.  All changes should be made via forensicstournament.net by Monday, February 13th.  Please be considerate of the deadline, as rooms need to be reserved and panels need to be arranged.

DIRECTIONS 
District Speech Tournament at Edmonds Heights K-12  

From either direction:  Take Exit #177 (NE 205th St/ WA-104).  Follow signs for WA-104.  Merge onto 244th St SW.  Stay right at fork and follow WA-104 toward ferry.  Turn left at 100th Ave. W.  (The crossroads have a PCC, a QFC, Bartell's and a gas station.)  Turn right at the next light to enter campus.  Park as close to the flag pole as possible!

District Debate tournament at Sedro-Woolley High School

From either direction: Take the WA-20 exit, EXIT 230, toward BURLINGTON/ ANACORTES.  Turn RIGHT onto W RIO VISTA AVE/ WA-20/ AVON CUTOFF. Continue to follow W RIO VISTA AVE/ WA-20. Turn LEFT onto S BURLINGTON BLVD/ WA-20.  Turn RIGHT onto FAIRHAVEN ST. Turn SLIGHT LEFT onto NORTH CASCADES HWY. Turn RIGHT onto W STATE ST.  Turn RIGHT onto 3RD ST.  End at 1235 3rd St Sedro Woolley, WA 98284
