Events, Rules, and Divisions

Individual Events:  We will follow current AFA-NIET event descriptions and rules.  Students may double enter within a pattern.  Students are allowed to enter 2 duos.

All IE events will be open division

NPDA:  The tournament will follow the NPDA rules of competition respective to time limits. We will employ standard time limits 7-8-8-8-4-5. Post announcement preparation time will be 20 minutes.  We will have a warm room, limited judge strikes, preset rounds 1 & 2, with powered rounds starting round 3, centrally announce resolutions, as well as tweet the resolutions (@pluforensics). Strikes due 5pm Friday.

NPDA will offer Open division and Junior Division
Open division is open to all competitors
Junior division is open to competitors who have not advanced to elimination rounds three or more times.  

IPDA:  The IPDA divisions will use the rules as presented in the IPDA constitution with a 5-2-6-2-3-5-3 format and 30 minutes of pre-round preparation. Debaters will be presented with 5 motions focusing on general knowledge, recent news and current events, and each side will have two topic strikes starting with the Negative. IPDA rules can be found at http://www.uamont.edu/ipda/event.html.  

IPDA will offer Open division and Junior Division
Open division is open to all competitors
Junior division is open to competitors who have not advanced to elimination rounds three or more times.

BP:  The BP division will use the WUDC rules with a 7-7-7-7-7-7-7-7 format and 20 minutes of 
preparation. The topics will be centrally announced and they will vary per round. 

BP is offered in open division.

Policy:  The Policy division will use 9-3-6 time limits with 10 minutes of preparation time.  We will be using the 2011-2012 CEDA resolution.  Our tournament supports and adheres to the CEDA Anti-Sexual Harassment Policy, and the Bartanen-Hanson Speech Guidelines for courteous behavior.  We will use a judge preference system until a team is not in contention to break.  Hybrids are allowed, and one Maverick per school will be allowed.  We will break brackets.  Prefs due 5pm Friday.
