Conflicts

Judges
Each team is required to bring at least one judge to be available throughout the entire tournament. If a school is entering debate at least one debate judge must be brought. As per usual with tournaments, we run short on judges, so please bring who you can. Try to reflect your number of entries with adequate judges.
Food
Food will be provided throughout the day for judges, including some breakfast foods and a full lunch.
