Dear Colleagues:


You and your squad are invited to attend the Northwest Forensics Conference Community College Championship Tournament held on April 27 and 28th at Columbia Basin College.  Some features and special rules of this tournament are:

1.  
Students may only enter this tournament twice.

2.
This tournament is open division and Community Colleges only

3.  
Entry is limited to 5 students or teams per school per event.

4.  
Students entering Extemp and Duo may double enter, but not triple enter.  Students who triple enter do so at their own risk; judges will not be available beyond the time allotted for the round.

5.  
As host school, CBC students will be eligible for awards.

6.  
There will be overall sweepstakes for the top three schools as well as state awards for states that have 
two or more schools participating.  

7.  
This year we will be using the Phi Rho Pi system to determine debate awards.  

8.  
The tournament will follow the rules/guidelines/constitutions of the NWFC, PhiRhoPi, NIET-AFA and 
IPDA.  In case of a conflict in these rules, decisions will be determined by the attending schools’ 
directors of forensics or their 
designated representative meeting as a committee of the whole.

9.
We must have at least 4 teams entered in BP in order to host that event.  

10.
The entire tournament will be held in the Lee R. Thornton Center for Science, Diversity and Technology except for Reader’s Theater, which will be held in the Gjerde Center, and food services and a relaxation area in the Hawk Union Building.  The Gjerde Center is in the north wing of the HUB.  The two buildings are close, so walking distances will be short.  Postings will be in the Thornton Center Courtyard and hallway.

11.
Register at www.forensicstournament.net.   Registration will close at 5 pm on Tuesday, April 24.

For driving directions and maps go to http://www.columbiabasin.edu/home/index.asp?page=95.   The main entrance to CBC is on the north.  Take 20th Avenue to Argent Road, a left turn just before the entrance to the airport, or from Hwy 395 take the freeway exit to Argent Road.  The second entrance from either direction, with brickwork and landscaping announcing the college, is the preferred entrance.  The large building directly south of the main entrance is the Hawk Union Building.  On the left (east) of the HUB is the Thornton Center.  The parking lot serves both buildings. Students may gather in the Atrium lounge areas in the upper level of the HUB or in the Thornton Center Courtyard.  Postings will be in the Thornton Center.

 DIVISIONS: There is only one division: open.  The only restriction is that an entrant must be an enrolled college student who has not attended the Northwest Community College Championship tournament more than twice. 
AWARDS: Medals will be presented to the first, second, and third place speakers in each individual event. There will be certificates for Finalist in IE’s.  Medals will be awarded to all debate teams who advance to elimination rounds.  Speaker awards will be given as appropriate. There will be overall sweepstakes for the top three schools as well as state awards for states that have two or more schools participating.  CBC will compete for all awards.  Guest coaches will assist in the tab room

ENTRY RESTRICTIONS:  Students may double enter.  They do so at their own risk. They may NOT triple enter. Students may not enter the same event twice.  Each school is limited to 5 entrants per individual event which would allow 5 debate teams or 5 duo interp teams.  Readers Theater may be limited to one team if necessary.
JUDGES:  Please make every effort to cover your entry.  A debate judge covers 2 debate teams and 2 IPDA debaters.   We do not plan to double flight IPDA.  An IE judge covers 6 IE entries.  If you have qualified judges you can bring beyond your entry, please let us know in advance.  We may be able to hire them.  We will assume that your judges will be available at the point in the tournament where your students start competition—for example if you have no students in pattern A we will not schedule you for pattern A preliminary rounds.  However, once your students start competition, we expect you will be available to meet your IE and/or debate judging commitment.  Of course judges are committed at least one round beyond the point where their students are eliminated.  

HOUSING:  Attached you will find a motel list.  

MEALS:  CBC food service will only be open Friday until 1:00.   We will provide pizza for lunch on Saturday, so an early estimate of the number of students and coaches you are bringing is requested.  

FEES:   School = $40.00, Debate teams = $40.00,   IPDA entries 20.00, each IE entry = $8.00.  IE’s not covered are charged $12.00 per IE slot, Debate teams not covered by a judge will be charged $80.00 per team.  IPDA debaters not covered by a judge $50.00.   Fees will be set at 12 noon, Wednesday before the tournament.

CRITIQUES, WARM ROOM AND DISCLOSURE POLICIES:   We will not have a warm room, will not post results after each round, oral critiques are allowed but only after the ballot has been turned in and we discourage judge disclosure.  
GENERAL RULES:  All materials used in competition shall not have been used by the student in interscholastic competition prior to September 1, 2011.  A contestant may not use the same cutting/content or any portion of that cutting/content in more than one prepared event at this tournament. Out round brackets in debate will be broken to avoid teams from the same school meeting.  All interp events require a manuscript. All oral critiques and discussions must end at least 15 minutes before the start of the next round of the tournament.   Teams/ individuals must be prepared to debate on time. 

IPDA Debate:  One-on-One debate similar to Lincoln-Douglas format. Time limits: 5 aff const.-2 +X,-6Neg Cons-2+X-3 aff rebuttal-5 Neg rebuttal -3aff rebuttal. There will be a central topic announcement with a five topic strike, and 20 minutes preparation time.  We will attempt to use lay or even student judges for some of the rounds.  Should we be able to schedule lay judges, we will make sure that each debater  faces the same number of lay judges. For more information on IPDA, see: IPDAdebate.org— Please have your judges review this information.  It is assumed that the judges you provide will be supportive of the philosophy and  goals of  this event.

NPDA Debate: We will centrally announce.  Teams will have 15 minutes prep time and the 7-8-8-8, 4-5 format.  We will follow the suggested procedures of the National Parliamentary Debate Association.     Schools with teams entering Parliamentary Debate are asked to submit 2 or more potential topics.  Unless there is a problem caused by the tournament administration, it is expected that all rounds will be announced on time.  
INTERPRETERS THEATER: The interpretation of a piece or pieces of literature by a group of three or more oral readers who act as a medium of expression for an audience. All types of literature (poetry, prose and/or drama) may be employed. The 25 minute presentation usually remains in the realm of suggestion and stimulates the audience's imagination. Movement is used liberally.
