We will be offering novice and open divisions of parliamentary debate in accordance with NPDA guidelines, novice and open divisions of AFA individual events, one division of WUDC format, and Lincoln-Douglas debate. We reserve the right to collapse divisions as deemed necessary. 
Please note:

An appropriate number of strikes will be made available for open parliamentary debate only.
A student cannot enter both individual events and Lincoln-Douglas Debate.

A student cannot enter WUDC and other events.
Students may not enter more than three events per pattern. It is the sole responsibility of the competitors to complete all events in the given time. 

Registration:
Early entries are appreciated! All entries must be received by Friday, Sept. 14th by 5:00 pm MST. This deadline is necessary for the compilation of strike sheets and food orders.  Entries will be taken electronically at http://www.forensicstournament.net.  Schools may drop events without penalty until Tuesday, Sept. 18th at 5:00 pm MST. For open parliamentary debate, strikes need to be submitted by Thursday, Sept. 20th at 3:00 pm MST.

Fees: 

Please note that we do not make any profit from this tournament and never will. We are feeding you all meals and snacks and will provide transportation to and from the tournament.  There will be a cash bar at the banquet.  All fees will be used directly in the running of the tournament. In our efforts to be as inclusive as possible, we have kept fees below costs this year. If monetary considerations make this prohibitive for your team, please contact the tournament director to make arrangements. We believe that every student seeking critical thought, advocacy, and open communication should have access to forensics.
We are implementing the following flat fees:

USAFA Forensics Classic - $70 for competitors and observers, $25 for judges.

Judging:

Each judge covers 2 debate entries for NPDA and either 5 individual event slots per pattern or 2 LD debaters. WUDC judges cover n-1. Please note that you cannot cover both LD and individual events. You also cannot cover WUDC and other events. Uncovered judging fees will be $150 per uncovered debate team, $75 per uncovered LD debater, and $20 per uncovered individual event slot. Please bring judges to cover your commitment. We cannot guarantee entry to uncovered teams.  We are happy to hire qualified judges and pay you generously.  Please send an email if you would like to be hired for judging!

Fees will be assessed Tuesday, Sept. 18th at 5:00 pm MST.
