The 2012 Canyon County Comprehensive

Canyon County’s Skyview and Nampa High Schools cordially invite you to The Canyon County Comprehensive (CCC).  The tournament will be held at Skyview High School, 1303 E. Greenhurst Road in Nampa, Idaho.
The CCC will offer Speech Individual Events on Friday and Debate and Student Congress on Saturday. All IHSAA speech events will be offered in Varsity and Novice divisions and the tournament will feature Lincoln-Douglas, Public Forum, Policy Debate and Student Congress in Varsity and Novice divisions.   
Entry Deadline

Entry deadline for the tournament is Monday, November 12 at 5:00 pm (MST) at the forensicstournament.net website.  Changes can be made to existing entries until 5 pm (MST) on Tuesday, November 13, 2012.

Speech Event Guidelines 

The CCC will operate under the Idaho High School Activities Association speech and debate event rules. Students MAY DOUBLE ENTER in speech individual events unless they are in a draw event (Extemp, Retold, Radio, Panel or Congressional Speaking) and may enter ONLY ONE debate format. If a division (Varsity or Novice) fails to gain 10 entries, it will be collapsed but we will recognize the top students in each division collapsed.  We will offer 3 speech rounds, 5 rounds for debate formats and 4 sessions of Student Congress. All awards will be presented Saturday evening. Entering early is encouraged.  EXTEMP will use the NFHS November topics.
Student Congress Event Guidelines 

Student Congress will run on Saturday (Congressional Speaking is part of speech on Friday).  Congress legislation for both days will be the NFL 2012 National Tournament docket, semi-finals legislation. 
Debate Event Guidelines 

The Idaho Debate code will be followed.  

Policy Debate

Policy debate will use the 2012-2013 National Policy topic: Resolved: The United States federal government should substantially increase its transportation infrastructure investment in the United States. 
Novice policy teams will be limited to the Idaho Novice Case List.  
Lincoln Douglas Debate

Lincoln-Douglas debate will use the 2012 November/December debate topic.  
Public Forum Debate
Public Forum debate will use the 2012 November debate topic.
Debate/Speech Entry Limitations
There will be NO limits on entries for this tournament.  However, we reserve the right to limit entries if we exceed the number of rooms we have available.  Please also work to provide enough judges to cover your entry.  We should have a good pool of college forensics competitors to supplement the pool.  
Judging Requirements/Entry Fees
You will need to bring 1 judge for every 6 speech entries, one judge for every 2 policy teams, 1 judge for every 4 LD debaters, 1 judge for each 4 Public Forum entries, and 1 judge for every 10 Student Congress entries.  Judges should arrive on time, be familiar with judging procedures, and conduct themselves professionally.  

Entry fees are:  


Speech (all Friday events) - $8 per entry


Student Congress (Saturday) - $8 per entry


Lincoln Douglas - $6 per entry


PF and Policy Debate - $12 per entry

Entry fees are doubled if you do not have enough judges to cover your entry.  Example:  if you have 3 judges, they would cover 18 speech entries on Friday.  If you had 20 entries, you would have 2 not covered.  The first 18 would cost a total of $144 (18 x $8) plus the 2 uncovered would be an additional (2 x $16), or $32 for a total of $176.

Food

Concessions will be available to purchase both days.  Please keep all food in the cafeteria area. There is no food allowed in the classrooms.  We will provide both days, a judge’s lounge with snacks and meals (dinner Friday and lunch Saturday).  There will be a Judge’s Lounge providing snacks and beverages on both days with dinner Friday and lunch Saturday.   

Registration & Parking
Tournament registration will be from 3:00 to 3:30 p.m. in the main entry lobby at Skyview High School. Please park and unload students in school busses or personal vehicles at the rear of the school (access from Powerline Rd).  Students should gather in the cafeteria which they can easily access from the back parking lot.  Judges will need to check in at the registration table and sign-in as being present for ballot assignment. 
Awards and Sweepstakes Awards
Awards will be presented based on the Pi Kappa Delta awards system.  The top 10% of competitors in speech, Student Congress and all debate events will earn an award of “Superior”.  The next 20% will earn an award of “Excellent” and the next 20% will earn an award of “Good”.  Total points will be tallied from individual speech events, Student Congress and each debate format for each school and divided by the number of entries in the tournament to determine school Sweepstakes award winners.  There will be no Class A or Class B school designations for sweepstakes awards. 
The top 10% of the schools entered in the tournament will be designated as a “Superior” award winner.  The next 20% will earn a sweepstakes award of “Excellent”.  The top Superior Sweepstakes School, in addition to winning their award, will also have a charitable contribution made in their name to a charity of their choosing.
