The Bills/resolutions will be taken in order, starting at #1 and working through them as time allows.  Students should expect to cover roughly half the docket by the end of the day.  The goal is to fully debate each bill, not see how quickly we can get through them!   

2.  The day will be divided into 3 sessions of roughly the same duration; starting after the first debate round and just ending before the last round gets done.
