LOCATION

TOURNAMENT REGISTRATION

TOURNAMENT FEES

There are no school fees for this tournament.  

Entry fees for covered teams will be:

$40 per Policy team

$30 per Lincoln-Douglas entry

$25 per Public Forum team

$15 per Student Congress entry

TOURNAMENT MEALS

Meals will be provided on-site during the tournament for students.  Refreshments and food for coaches will be served in the coaches lounge courtesy of the Ingraham High School and Ballard High School.  
TOURNAMENT JUDGING

Each Policy team, LD team, and Public Forum team is required to provide a 1/2 judge.  Each Student Congress entry must provide a 1/6 judge.
Judges cannot cover concurrent events.

Each uncovered debate team will incur judge fees as follows:

· Policy


$100

· Lincoln-Douglas

$75

· Public Forum

$75

Each uncovered slot will incur judge fees as follows:

· Student Congress
$15

If you know in advance that you will not be able to cover your judge commitment, please let us know.  We will not have a large number of standby judges on hand and notifying us of judge issues ahead of time will help the tournament run much more smoothly.  We also request that you bring qualified judges with judging experience.
Judge no shows in any event will incur a $25 per round penalty.

TOURNAMENT DISCLOSURE POLICY

Judges are expected to disclose and explain their decisions and strongly encouraged to provide full written comments on their ballots.  Judges should turn in their ballots before disclosing their decisions in order to keep the tournament running on time.  
PARKING
