Dear Coach:


You are invited to the third annual UW Tacoma Invitational Speech Tournament hosted by Thomas Jefferson High School and located at the University of Washington Tacoma campus.  This tournament is a NIETOC bid in duo interp, dramatic interp, humorous interp, and oratory and we are expecting huge numbers.  Additionally we will be offering impromptu, interpretive reading, extemporaneous speaking, expository, spar, and a new event, spin, all at the open level. We will, however, award trophies to the top novice speakers in all events.
SUPERVISION

The WIAA requires the presence, at all times, of a certificated staff member from the school or district supervising your participants.  You will not be allowed to compete if you do not comply with this rule.

Individual Events

We will offer one division in all nine events. PLEASE NOTE: ALL INDIVIDUAL EVENTS CONFLICT!!!  However, there is ample time for your student to be entered in multiple events.  Please ensure that all double or triple entered students check in with their judges so the judges will wait for all competitors.  Extempers will only have time for one other IE.
Introducing SPIN!!!
Spar has been so successful we thought we’d introduce spontaneous interpretation.  Participants will be paired up randomly within a round (likely with someone from a different school).  They will then be given a duo script, parts preselected, and sent outside for 5 minutes.  They will then return to the room, deliver the interpretation spontaneously, and ranked individually.  Contestants will be judged on their ability to deliver an interpretation on the fly.  All qualities that are rewarded in normal interpretation events will be rewarded in spin (voice, assumption, characterization, etc).
LIMITATIONS

 

None.  Enter as many people as you want, just bring enough judges to cover your entry.  
 

Registration and Fees

The deadline for registration is Wednesday, January 23rd, 2013.  Fees will be set on that day.  Drops after that time will not be deducted from the entry fee. You may make changes to your entry through Friday, but fees will remain set after Wednesday evening at 8:00 PM.
Please take care of changes before you arrive. We want to start and end on time. Please let TAB know as soon as you know of a change.

Judging:
As there are conflicts in the schedule, please be sure to calculate your judging needs properly.  We will not have a large number of judges for hire and need to be able to run the tournament efficiently.  Please tell your judges when they need to be in the building to judge.  

· One judge covers five (5) IE entries
· Only adult judges as there will not be any novice divisions.  Judges will be expected to be available all four rounds.
Please remember without adequate judges we will need to cut your squad’s competitors.
 
Food
Food will be available in the West Coast Grocery, which will be open from 10-2 on Saturday, or in the many restaurants that are housed on the street level of the campus buildings: Subway, Starbucks, etc. Students can purchase snacks or lunch there.
Directions

From I-5 take the I-705/Tacoma City Center exit (Exit 133). From I-705 take the South 21st Street exit. Turn left at the traffic light onto 21st Street. Go through the light at Pacific Avenue and you will see parking on the right.

Parking and buses
Bus loops can be found off 21st turning right onto Dolly Roberson Lane or a small turnaround is on the west side of campus turning east off of Jefferson. It is recommended buses park by the Tacoma Dome near the Link light-rail train stop after dropping students off or find street parking a few blocks up the hill on Fawcett, maybe closer on a Saturday. Teams can avoid parking costs by parking at the Tacoma Dome Station and utilizing the free light rail system in downtown. Otherwise, they need to be prepared to pay between $3 - $11 for a full day of parking per vehicle.
