You are invited to attend the Moses Lake HS District 5/6 Debate Tournament on the weekend of January 19, 2013.  Students will have the opportunity to compete in Lincoln Douglas or Public Forum Debate, and Student Congress. Individual Events will include Dramatic, Duo Interp., Expository, Extemporaneous, Humorous Interp., Impromptu, Interpretive Reading, Oratory, Editorial Commentary, Tall Tales, SPAR and Duo Improvisation.  All events except Congress will run three rounds.  Congress will run one preliminary round and a final elimination round.  LD will use the January/February topic, while Public Forum will use the January topic.  Congress will use the spring packet bills for prelims and Super Congress legislation for eliminations.
We stress a very low-key atmosphere, which creates an enjoyable and enriching experience for our competitors.  The tab room will be closed, but coaches are free to enter as needed.  Registration deadline is the Wednesday before the tournament on forensicstournament.net.

Patterns are broken down as follows:

Pattern A: Congress, SPAR, Public Forum, Lincoln Douglas

Pattern B: Extemporaneous, Expository, Duo Interpretation, Dramatic Interpretation, Editorial Commentary, Dual Improvisation 

Pattern C: Humorous Interpretation, Impromptu, Interpretive Reading, Oratory, Tall Tales

Novice and Open Divisions will be offered in all events.  Novices constitute all performers in their first year of competition in said categories (IE’s, Debate and Congress).  No former debaters should be entered in Novice Congress.  Open division is available to all competitors beyond their first year of competition.  Novice Congress, Lincoln Douglas, and Public Forum are available only to competitors in their first year of competition.  Each student may enter a maximum of four individual events, and no more than two IE’s in Patterns B and C.  Extemporaneous speakers may not double enter in Pattern B.

Sweepstakes:

Sweepstakes are based on total entries by a school; “big schools” will be designated as having 9 or fewer total students competing, “small schools” will be designated as having 10 or more students competing.
