Dear Colleagues:

We would like to invite you and your squad to the Thirty-seventh Annual Cypress College Invitational Tournament.  If this is your first trip to Cypress College, you can expect great competition, warm hospitality, and outstanding tournament administration.  This year's Cypress Invitational will be held on our traditional weekend but now on Saturday and Sunday, December 8 and 9, 2018.

Due to construction, this year our Tournament Headquarters will be in Humanities 131 (Lecture Hall) located right outside of the Humanities Building.  This is where postings will be, ballot pick-up and return, as well as registration.  We will update you on parking & food court (cafeteria) hours as soon as that information is available to us.

Please read the tournament entry procedures carefully.  

In an effort to get the tournament started smoothly we will again have the fee payment period in the later afternoon.  We will handle changes such as name changes and drops from 7:15-8:00 but will collect fees at 12:00 pm on Saturday. We hope this will expedite the start of the tournament. We will only be able to accommodate adds if space is available.

We will be offering both Varsity and Novice divisions in Lincoln-Douglas Debate, Team/Policy Debate, and nine Individual events.  In addition we will be offering both Novice and Varsity Divisions of Student Congress.  We will offer a limited Varsity Division of Parliamentary Debate AND we will offer a limited Varsity and Novice Division of Public Forum.   In fairness to our long-time LD and Congress schools, we will fill our rooms with Parli and Public Forum entries after we have accommodated those entries.  So space in Parli and Public Forum may be limited.  Based on last year’s entries, we anticipate being able to accommodate about 40 Parli Teams as well as 40 or more Public Forum Teams. 

We are also pleased to accept entries from Middle School students.

Please take note of the following particulars:
1.	There will be ONE pattern of Individual Events.  Students may double-enter. 
2.	Students may compete in Student Congress and Individual Events.  However, Congress conflicts with all forms of Debate.
3.	We will be having a PO contest in Student Congress.   One entry per school.
4.	By request, we will be using the November/December Lincoln Douglas debate topic.
5.  	By request we have added Oratorical Interpretation. 
6.	WE ARE USING A COMPLETE ONLINE REGISTRATION SYSTEM. Please go to http://forensicstournament.net/ and set up an account for your school. You can start doing this Thursday, November 1, 2018. The online registration process makes the administration of the tournament much more efficient.
7.  	We will not allow judges to give ties on speaker points for any event.
8.	We are bringing back Novice and Varsity Divisions of Team/Policy Debate.

In an effort to ensure the safety of your students as well as the protection of our facilities our administration has requested that all schools provide an adult supervisor who is responsible for chaperoning your students throughout the course of the tournament.  Please identify your supervisor when checking in to the tournament.  We appreciate your cooperation in this matter.

At Cypress College, we pride ourselves on running a smooth, on-time tournament that both you and your students will enjoy.   We trust that the enclosed brochure will answer all your questions.  Please do not hesitate to call us if we can be of any assistance.

TOURNAMENT RULES

DIVISIONS

Novice division is limited to first-year competitors.  Varsity division is open to all competitors.  In debate, if either partner is varsity, the team must be entered in varsity.


LINCOLN-DOUGLAS DEBATE

We will utilize the November/December 2018 Lincoln-Douglas debate topic. Time limits will be 6-3-7-3-4-6-3 with a three-minute lapse time rule.

PARLIAMENTARY DEBATE
	
We will be using standard CHSSA Parliamentary debate rules.  Time limits will be 7-7-7-7-5-5. A Preparation room will be provided by the tournament per CHSSA rules and students may only have contact with their partners, dictionaries, reference materials, and prepared notes. All wireless capability must be turned off for electronic devices during preparation time and debates.

PUBLIC FORUM DEBATE

We will utilize the December 2018 Public Forum Topic. Time limits will be 4-4-3-4-4-3-2-2-3-2-2

TEAM/POLICY DEBATE

We will utilize the 2018-2019 policy topic.  Time limits will be 8-3-5 with 8 minutes of preparation time.

INDIVIDUAL EVENTS

In individual events, we have attempted to follow the CHSSA rules.  There will be ONE pattern:  Impromptu, Humorous Interpretation, Dramatic Interpretation, Expository, Original Prose/Poetry, Duo Interpretation, Thematic Interpretation, Oratorical Interpretation, and Persuasive.  Students may enter up to two events but it is the student's responsibility to get to the round on time.  No material used in competition shall have been used in competition prior to September 1, 2018


PERSUASIVE SPEAKING

This is a speech to persuade about some idea or issue.  Advocacy or oratory speeches are appropriate in this event.  All orations must be the original work of the contestants.   No notes or manuscripts are allowed in the presentation of the speech in varsity division.  Notes may be used in the novice division.  There is a ten (10) minute maximum.


THEMATIC INTERPRETATION

The contestant is to present a program of three or more selections from different works based on a theme of his or her choice, with an extemporized introduction and transition.  The manuscript is to be read; this is not a contest in acting.  (Ten minute maximum.)


DRAMATIC INTERPRETATION 

Selection may be prose, poetry, or drama of a serious nature.  Although gestures and pantomime are not barred, they should be used with restraint as this is not a contest in acting.  Selections must be memorized in varsity division.  Selections may be read in novice division. (Ten minute Max.)


HUMOROUS INTERPRETATION

Selections may be prose, poetry, or drama of a humorous (but not slapstick) nature.  Although gestures and pantomime are not barred, they should be used with restraint as this is not a contest in acting.  Selections must be memorized in varsity division.  Selections may be read in novice division.  (Ten minute maximum.)

DUO INTERPRETATION

A cutting from a play including the portrayal of two or more characters presented by two individuals.  This material may be drawn from stage, screen, or radio.  This is not an acting event.  Thus, no costumes, props, lighting, etc., are to be used.  Focus should be off-stage and not to each other.  Maximum time limit is ten minutes including introduction.  (Ten minute maximum.)

EXPOSITORY SPEAKING

Any appropriate subject may be used, but the primary purpose of the speech must be to describe, clarify, explain, and/or define an object, idea, concept, or process.  Visual and/or audio aids may be used insofar as they support the overall goal of the speech.  All speeches must be the original work of the contestant.  Use of notes or manuscript during the presentation of the speech is permissible.  There is a ten (10) minute maximum including preparation and/or set-up time.




IMPROMPTU SPEAKING

Topics will be drawn from quotations, proverbs, sayings, etc.  Each speaker will draw three topics and select one as the subject of the speech.  No more than two minutes will be allowed for preparation.  No notes may be utilized.  There is a maximum of two (2) minutes allowed for preparation and a maximum of five (5) minutes allowed for speaking 
time.

ORIGINAL PROSE/POETRY

	Any appropriate subject may be used. The primary purpose of the event is to demonstrate the writing/literary creativity of the contestant. The presentation may consist of prose or poetry or a combination of both. If more than one written selection is presented, the entire presentation may or may not be based on a thematic concept. The subject matter may be serious or humorous. (Ten minute maximum)

	ORATORICAL INTERPRETATION

The selection must be from a published speech (print or internet) which shall have originated as a public address by a real person; however, speeches given by high school or college students in competition shall not be permitted. Public address is defined as a formal spoken communication, a formal speech, a formal oral communication to an audience. While orations take many forms, a public address is distinct from a stand-up comedy performance, a poetry “slam”, or storytelling.

STUDENT CONGRESS

Student Congress Sessions will be approximately ninety minutes in length (60 minutes minimum). Students will debate bills that are provided in this invitation.  Students will give a three-minute speech either in favor or in opposition to a given bill.  There will also be one minute of cross-examination.  There will be three preliminary rounds and one final round.  We will be using the “priority card” system for this tournament.  Students will remain in the same house (room) for preliminary rounds.  A new set of priority cards will be issued for the final round.  Please note that students are NOT guaranteed speaking time.  It is the competitors' responsibility to make sure that they are heard if they so desire.  All schools must provide at least one judge to serve as presiding officer.  Please indicate the PO on the judge list.  We will follow all other CHSSA rules for Student Congress.

Students may also choose to compete in the Presiding Officer contest.  Of course this means that students can either compete in Congress or the PO Contest.  If you have a student competing in the PO contest, you do not also need to have a judge serve as PO.  For purposes of entering and fees, the PO contest will be considered an IE. One PO contest entry per school.  If space is available we may be able to accommodate additional entries.

ELIMINATION ROUNDS	

Our schedule allows us to cut to quarter-finals in all divisions of the debate events and finals in all of the individual events.  Should the entries not warrant such a cut (i.e., if it would result in taking more than half of the field) we will proceed to the next elimination round.  As a result the schedule may be moved forward on Sunday.  We will break brackets in debate.


AWARDS

All schools participating will receive five sweepstakes points for attendance.  Each Parli, Public Forum, Team/Policy, and L-D debate win in preliminaries will count two points.  A maximum of five debate entries in Lincoln-Douglas, Public Forum, Team/Policy and Parli will count toward sweepstakes.  The following point allocation applies to individual events:  First Place - fifteen points; Second Place - twelve points; Third Place - nine points; Finalist - six points; and Semi-Finalist - three points.

Plaques will be presented to all persons reaching the elimination rounds in debate.  Plaques will be presented to all those reaching the finals in individual events.  Sweepstakes trophies will be presented to the first, second, third, fourth, and fifth place schools.  In addition, the Cypress College Invitational Perpetual Sweepstakes Trophy will be presented to the school with the most cumulative sweepstakes points. 

FEES

Fees will be assessed as of 5:00 p.m. on Wednesday, December 5, 2018.  Drops after that time will still result in fees being assessed.

Nuisance fees:  In an attempt to reduce the number of last minute changes that disrupt tournament administration, we are continuing our policy of charging nuisance fees, similar to those found at many college tournaments.  For excessive changes (add, drop, or no-show) that occur after the Wednesday, 5:00 p.m. deadline, the school will be assessed an additional $5 fee.  We hope this will discourage changes that can affect the tournament's operation.  

Fees from the tournament are used to offset the costs of rental of facilities, clean-up expenditures, trophies and general supplies.

Fees are payable at the time of registration and should be made payable to Cypress College.



ENTRY DEADLINE

The entry deadline is Monday, December 3, 2017.  YOU MUST HAVE YOUR INITIAL ENTRY IN BY 5:00 pm.  We cannot accept late entries. 

WE ARE USING A COMPLETE ONLINE REGISTRATION SYSTEM. Please go to www.forensicstournament.net and set up an account for your school. You can start doing this on Thursday, November 1, 2018.   There are important benefits to this registration system. First, you can enter your info and make all the changes you want without ever emailing or phoning us. Just log on to the page and make any changes you need until Wednesday, December 5, 2018 at 5:00 pm. Second, it makes the administration of the tournament much more efficient.  


JUDGING COMMITMENT

All schools must provide one judge for every two team debate entries or fraction thereof, one judge for every four Lincoln-Douglas entries or fraction thereof, and one judge for every five individual event slots or Student Congress slots. Because of the nature of the schedule, the same judge may not cover Debate and Congress.

When entering your judges into the On-line Entry system.  Please indicate which type of debate they are judging (LD, PuFo, Parli, or Policy) and which day(s) they will be attending.

Any school not providing one debate judge per two Parli,  PuFo, or Team Debate slots or fraction thereof will be assessed a $50 fee per slot. Any school not providing one debate judge per four Lincoln-Douglas entrants or fraction thereof will be assessed a $50 fee per two uncovered entrants or fraction thereof.  Any school not providing one judge per five entrants in individual events per conflict pattern will be assessed $10 per slot in excess of the ratio.  These fees are used to pay the judges we then must hire.  We would rather have your judges than your money! 

Judge fees are assessed on Wednesday, December 5, 2018 at 5pm.  Any judges added after that date will not reduce your fees.  We need to have real names by that deadline.  Any anticipated judge originally entered as Mickey Mouse or Cypress Judge #1 will be deleted and appropriate fees assessed.  We need to arrange for judges for uncovered entries and finding out at registration that the 5 judges you wrote down aren’t really coming is too late for us to do that.  We appreciate your understanding in this matter.

Judges must remain one round beyond the participation of their students. (All debate judges are committed through quarters and all i.e. judges are committed through finals; those with students in those rounds are committed one round beyond that.)

Judges should check at the Judge Check in Table to receive their Name-Tag in when they arrive at the tournament.

Congress Bills

A RESOLUTION TO PASS THE SAFE ACT

1 	WHEREAS:	Horses, especially ones bought at auction, can currently be sent to slaughterhouses
2			for human consumption, and
3 	WHEREAS:	There is no procedure in place to ensure that these horses are free of prohibited 
4			substances, including the 379 common equine drugs banned by the FDA, and
5 	WHEREAS:	The journal Food and Chemical Toxicology recently reported that substances given 
6			to American horses, such as phenylbutazone (aka bute), cause adverse effects in 
7			humans, and
8 	WHEREAS:	Many other nations import American horses for meat, putting the lives of their 
9			citizens at risk as well, therefore 
10	BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS STUDENT CONGRESS That we immediately pass the 
11		Safeguard American Food Exports (SAFE) Act, which would prohibit the export and 
12		slaughter of horses in the US for the purpose of human consumption.




A RESOLUTION FOR ESTABLISHING TERM LIMITS FOR SUPREME COURT JUSTICES

1 	WHEREAS:	Recent Supreme Court nominees have polarized the American public and
2			government, creating apathy toward the process and turning confirmations into 
3			opportunities for political bandstanding, and
4 	WHEREAS:	Supreme Court positions and policies were established in an attempt to distance the
5			justices from everyday politics and to foster more impartial judgment, and
6 	WHEREAS:	5-4 decisions under the Chief Roberts court are at a historic high, suggesting
7			politics have seeped into the Supreme Court, and
8 	WHEREAS:	Longer-sitting justices can easily lose connection with the zeitgeist of issues, and
9 	WHEREAS:	The Constitution makes neither a lifetime tenure guarantee nor a mandate for 9 
10			justices, therefore
11 	BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS STUDENT CONGRESS that the following changes be enacted: 
12		I.   Each President will be allowed to nominate a new Supreme Court justice in the first 
13			and third years of his/her term, regardless of the current number of sitting justices.
14		II.   Term limits of 18 years be created for sitting Supreme Court justices. After their term 
15			expires, they will be replaced by a new nominee, nominated by the President and 
16			confirmed by the Senate.
17		III.   After their term, the justices would continue service as fully compensated senior 
18			justices, including the ability to sit on lower federal courts. 



A RESOLUTION CURTAILING THE POWER OF THE PRESIDENT TO ISSUE TARIFFS AGAINST CHINA

1 	WHEREAS:	Tariffs are used as punitive measures against unfair trade practices by other
2			companies and countries, and
3 	WHEREAS:	Trump’s recent tariffs against China are having little to no effect in curtailing these
4			practices, and
5 	WHEREAS:	These tariffs are already having dire consequences for American small businesses, 
6			workers, and consumers, such as a loss of 3 jobs for every 1 gained in the motor
7			vehicle industry, according to the Trade Partnership Worldwide 2018 report, and
8 	WHEREAS:	Such tit-for-tat tariffs will result in long-term economic turmoil, heightened 
9			international tensions, and even violent economic disengagement with China, and
10 	WHEREAS:	Trump has continued on with more tariffs despite a letter from 107 House 
11			Republicans urging him to rethink tariffs “to avoid unintended negative 
12			consequences to the U.S. economy and its workers,” and
13 	WHEREAS:	Article I of the Constitution gives Congress the ultimate power over trade, therefore
14 	BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS STUDENT CONGRESS that the ability of the President to 
15		arbitrarily issue trade tariffs against China be stripped away: 
16		I.   Any tariffs initiated by the President against China with the justification of “national 
17			security” under either the Trade Act of 1974 or the International Emergency 
18			Economic Powers Act of 1977 must seek a vote by Congress. Any tariffs not found 
19			to be justified shall be rendered null and void.
20		II.   Urge the Trump Administration to diplomatically engage with China to curtail (if not 
21			eliminate) the recent tit-for-tat tariffs, explaining that failure to make such efforts 
22			will cause this Congress to re-evaluate those tariffs individually.

A RESOLUTION TO FUND MOSQUITO STERILIZATION RESEARCH/DEVELOPMENT

1 	WHEREAS:	Mosquitoes are the most dangerous insect in the world, spreading a wide variety of 
2			diseases and killing up to 750,000 people per year worldwide, and
3 	WHEREAS:	Mosquito sightings have risen in the US recently, due to increased humidity from 
4			hurricanes, tropical storms, and El Nino effects, and 
5 	WHEREAS:	A wide variety of genetic modification techniques, such as sterilization and 
6			Wolbachia infestation, have been shown to be effective in decreasing mosquito 
7			populations, and 
8 	WHEREAS:	The finite nature of federal research funding calls for a more focused approach, 
9			therefore
10 	BE IT RESOLVED BY THIS STUDENT CONGRESS that any NIH funding for research 
11		and/or development into the eradication of mosquito populations via genetic modification 
12		be prioritized on sterilization techniques and application. 



A BILL TO PROVIDE MEDICAL COVERAGE TO STUDENT ATHLETES

1	SECTION 1. Intercollegiate Athletic Programs at 4 year universities will be required to adhere 
2		to the following: 
3		A.   If a student athlete cannot compete due to an incapacitating injury or illness resulting 
4			from his/her participation in the athletic program, the athletic program shall be 
5			responsible for renewing the student’s scholarship funds [up to five years from 
6			entry to the school or completion of degree, whatever comes first] in order to 
7			ensure the student can continue with his/her education at the respective university. 
8		B.   The athletic program shall be responsible for paying the insurance deductible amount 
9			applicable to the claim of any student athlete who suffers an injury resulting from 
10			his or her participation in the athletic program and makes a claim relating to that 
11			injury. 
12		C.   If a student athlete suffers an injury resulting from her/his participation in the athletic 
13			program that requires ongoing medical treatment, the athletic program shall 
14			provide, for a minimum of two years following the student athlete’s graduation or 
15			separation from the school, the necessary medical treatment. 
16	SECTION 2. Any university that does not adhere to the above standards will lose 40% of their 
17		federal funding or be charged a fine of $10 million, whichever is higher. 
18	SECTION 3. The Department of Education shall oversee the implementation of this legislation. 
19	SECTION 4. This legislation will be implemented July 1 2019. Any claims based on injuries 
20		accrued through athletic participation for the school but sustained prior to July 1 2019 will 
21		not be enforced under this act. 
22	SECTION 5. All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
