Pick one or two of these questions to get your family talking:

Open God’s Word: (10 minutes)

Turn to and read Isaiah 42:5-9. Explain that Isaiah was a prophet who brought God’s message to His
people.

1. What words in this passage do you not recognize or understand?

2. Why is it right and best for God to not share His glory with anyone or anything else?

3. Where in your life are you tempted to show, honor and enjoy yourself as most
valuable instead of God?

4. How can our family show, honor and enjoy God as most valuable this week?

Pray: (2 minutes)

Ask one person to close in prayer, thanking God for who He is and asking for His help to trust,
worship and obey Him this week.
